1) Using the “Roaming Gnome” sample as your guide, simply replace the current text with information that relates to you and your upcoming EF tour—i.e., your name, tour destination(s) and year, parent approved contact information, as well as the “odd-jobs” you feel suited to take on.  

a. Remember, when choosing the kinds of services you are able and willing to perform it is best to consider three questions:
